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SET-UP & ASSEMBLY

NOTE: Determine right or left side of the Rake by viewing it from the rear. If instructions or parts
lists call for hardened bolts, refer to the Cap Screw Torque Values page to identify.

Assemble the Rake or check the Rake for proper assembly and adjustment. Make sure that all
bolts are tightened.

Attach the wheels with tires, using the lug nuts furnished and torque the mounting hardware to
85-95 ft./Ibs. of torque. Check wheel bolts periodically thereafter.

Check tires and inflate to the recommended pressure for field use. (ST205/75R15 - 25-30 PSI)

Lubricate the rake completely. (See Lubrication Chapter in this Manual)

Tooth bolts must be torqued to 40 ft./Ibs. to help prevent excessive tooth breakage.
Re-torque rake tooth bolts after the first 100 acres. Check periodically thereafter.

TRANSPORT LOCKS

There are two hydraulic transport lock valves
on the rake that must be turned to the closed
position during transport in case of tractor valve
leakage, or hose breakage.

PREPARING FOR OPERATION

ADJUSTMENTS

There are 5 sets of holes on the adjustable hitch. In addition, the = '
hitch can also be flipped upside down to obtain 5 more positions, for,
a total of 10 positions to adjust for levelness.

1. Attach rake to tractor with a hitch pin that has a safety locking
device. The hitch should be adjusted so the pole/tongue is level.
The main rake beams should also be level, or parallel to the ground
when in the raking position. If the rake beams are not level, refer
to the OPERATION & ADJUSTMENT Chapter in this Operator’s
Manual for adjustment information.

2. Remove the weight from the lift
jack. Place the jack in the storage
position.

3. Connect the 2 hydraulic hoses for raising
and lowering rake arms to the tractor.
Open the 2 hydraulic transport lock valves
and operate the tractor valve to fill the
hydraulic lines and operate the cylinders.
Add hydraulic fluid to the tractor system,
as required.

Kwik Pik System

The Kwik PIk™ system allows the operator to raise the rake wheels half way up, then lower it to the raking
position. Both wings should touch the ground at approximately the same time. This system allows for a
quicker turn around at the end of the field.

When you have finished raking, and after the rake arms have returned to the transport position, close the
transport lock valves before transporting.

OPERATION & ADJUSTMENTS
EMERGENCY SHUTDOWN

Stop the tractor engine, remove ignition key, and allow all mechanisms to stop before
cleaning or working on the machine.

IMPORTANT:

Retighten all bolts on the rake after 100 acres as bolts can loosen up on new machinery.

Re-torque rake tooth bolts after first 100 acres. Check periodically thereafter.

TRANSPORT LOCKS

Before the rake arms can be hydraulically
lowered for raking, the two hydraulic transport
lock valves on the rake that must be turned to
the open position.

RAKING WIDTH ADJUSTMENT

There are ten width adjustments on the 10 & 12-wheel
rake beam, and 6 width adjustments on the 8-wheel. The
beam angle link also has an adjustable eye on the end
for fine tuning the raking & windrow width.

Each rake beam angle can be adjusted
independently for multiple raking conditions.

WINDROW WIDTH
ADJUSTMENT

Remove the jack from jack storage position.
Position the jack mount tube on the top of the rake
beam pin with the jack foot in position as shown.
Remove the pin and clip_from the rake arm.

The windrow width can now be adjusted on each
side of the rake. There are three adjustments.
After the desired windrow width has been reached,
reinsert the pin in the desired hole, remove the jack
and return it to the storage position.




OPERATION & ADJUSTMENTS
RAKE BEAM LEVEL ADJUSTMENT

After the pole/tongue has been leveled and the rake
lowered to the raking position, check the levelness of
the right and left rake beams. If the rake beams are not
level, follow the procedure below to adjust levelness:

1. Remove the cotter pin and clevis pin from the back ———— |
cylinder clevis.

2. Loosen the clevis bolt or set screw.

3. If the front of the rake beam measures higher from
the ground than the back of the rake beam, extend
the cylinder clevis out a couple of threads. If the front
of the rake beam measures lower from the ground
than the back of the rake beam, turn the clevis onto
the rod a thread or two. When the cylinder is collapsed,
the cylinder pin center-to-center measurement should
be between 14-3/8" to 14-1/2".

4. Tighten the cylinder clevis bolt or set screw and
reinstall the clevis pin with cotter pin.

HYDRAULIC SYSTEM

The Rake utilizes a 2-hose hook-up with a
Master/Slave cylinder system. When the rake
arms are lowered, the axles rotate forward,——j
raising the main frame for more clearance.
When the rake arms are raised, the axles
rotate rearward, lowering the main frame for
transport. This system is incorporated with the
raising and lowering of the rake arms.

FLOATATION & FLEXIBILITY
Rake Wheels

Each rake wheel oscillates independently through
the wheel arm mount bolt with the slotted style
hole.

Rake wheel floatation pressure on either rake
beam can be adjusted by turning the crank handle
in either direction for heavier or lighter pressure.
The Hex/Jam nut is factory set for the correct
spring pressure. The correct distance setting is 4"
from the end of the bolt thread to the flat washer
next to the Hex/Jam nut combination.

ONE SIDED RAKING

Raking with one side can be accomplished by closing
either of the transport lock valves when the rake is in the
transport position. When the tractor remote hydraulic valve
is operated, only the rake arm with the hydraulic transport
lock valve in the open position will lower into the raking po-
sition. The rake arm with the hydraulic transport lock valve
in the closed position will stay in the transport position.

CENTER KICKER WHEEL

An optional center kicker wheel is available.
If the hay is laying out flat, the extra wheel
allows you to raise the hay laying in the
center of the rake out of the stubble for easier
pick-up.

IMPORTANT: Catch and dispose of fluid per local waste disposal requlations whenever service is performed
on hydraulic components, valves, cylinders, hoses, etc.

WHEEL BEARING LUBRICATION. CLEAN & RE-PACK INSTRUCTIONS

Grease wheel bearings as needed depending on amount of travel.

Annually disassemble and clean parts in a solvent. Pack bearings
with a high grade grease. Reassemble, and tighten nut until a slight
drag is felt when wheel is turned. Back nut off and insert cotter pin
into first hole that you see as you back the nut off, bend cotter pin
over and reinstall cap.

GREASE FITTINGS

There are numerous grease fittings on the Rake, and 1 on the Center Kicker Wheel. If lubricated properly
and often enough, it will prolong the life of your rake. Grease daily during normal use and before and after
storage and after power washing. Use a good grade of high-quality grease. Make sure that grease comes
out around the shaft on sleeve type bearings. Wipe off excessive grease to prevent accumulation of chaff
or grit around the bearing. Replace any missing or plugged grease fittings.
